* Thank you for seeking to be a transformative community dedicated to witness and service, healing the
fractures of the world, and living for the sake of others though Gospel withess and work.

» Thank you for the countless ways that you have blessed me and my staff as we support one another in living
as God’s missionary people.

As you review your congregation’s annual report, celebrating your mission of the past year, and as you gear up to
worship, witness, and serve in 2012, may the Spirit blow mightily in and through you!

At 12:17 p.m., Interim Pastor Mark Hendrickson led the assembled members of the congregation with devotions.
With the absence of a Council, Pastor Hendrickson then called the meeting to order. Attendance sheets were
circulated for signatures.

Due to the absence of a Council, the congregation unanimously consented to appoint Leslie Frost, synod
parliamentarian, to preside at the meeting. The congregation also gave unanimous consent to Deanna Applehans
to serve as secretary pro tem and Kris Lemke to serve as timekeeper. The congregation adopted the agenda.
The rules of procedure were read to the congregation. A motion was made by Arvin Solsaa to accept the rules of
procedure as read. The motion was seconded. No discussion followed. Motion carried.

The secretary reports were printed in the annual report. A motion was made by Arvin Solsaa to accept the reports
as written. The motion was seconded. No discussion followed. Motion carried.

Pastor Hendrickson gave the Interim Pastor report.

New Business:

Pastor Don Wisner gave the report of the Nominating Committee. Seven members agreed to have his/her name
placed on the OSL Church Council. The floor was opened to additional nominations. The following people were
nominated: Calvin Christianson, Steve Terry, Ken Applehans, Harry Stai, Jane Kingzett, and David Schiotz.

The newly nominated individuals moved to the Friendship Room to be informed by Pastor Wisner, representing
the Nominating Committee, as to the expectations of Council members if elected.

A motion was made by Arden Alexander to elect 12 members of Council and the length of each person’s term to
be determined by the most received votes having three-year terms and the least amount of votes to hold the one-
year terms. The motion was seconded. Pat Brogan and Barb Lindberg spoke in opposition to the motion. No
further discussion. Motion was defeated.

A motion was made by Audric Buhr to establish the Church Council for 2011 with nine members. The motion was
seconded. Motion carried.

Nominations were opened for Northwest Synod of Wisconsin Assembly Delegates. With no nominations, Arden
Alexander moved that the four Synod Assembly delegates be selected by the Church Council for 2011. The
motion was seconded. Motion carried.

Nominations were opened for the Luther Park Annual meeting representatives. No nominations were added from
the floor. Nominations were closed.

Nominations were opened for the Nominating Committee. No nominations were added from the floor.
Nominations were closed.

Nominations were opened for the Lutheran Campus Board. No nominations were added from the floor.
Nominations were closed.

Nominations were opened for the American Lutheran Homes. No nominations were added from the floor. With no
nominations, the responsibility to select someone to serve will be given to the Church Council.

Report of the budget was presented by Tom Johnson and Arvin Solsaa. The budget for 2011 is $390,224.66.
Discussion followed. A motion was made by Tom Johnson and Arvin Solsaa to approve the budget. The motion
was seconded. Motion carried.

The vote for Council members and other positions was held via paper ballots. The tellers took the ballots for
counting. A brief recess was held at 1:36 p.m.

At 1:50 p.m., the meeting reconvened with other new business.

Arden Alexander moved for the adoption of the following:

WHEREAS, there is widespread disillusionment by many Lutherans church wide, as well as within Our Savior’s
Lutheran Church, it seems advisable to explore our options in regard to the possibility of severing our ELCA
affiliation, and

WHEREAS, time is of the essence to allow the many members who are considering leaving OSLC to delay their
decision until this issue is resolved by the congregation making a final decision.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED:

The congregation of Our Savior's Lutheran Church directs the Church Council to:

1. Organize a forum to include invitations to representatives of NALC (North American Lutheran Church) and
LCMC (Lutheran Congregations in Mission for Christ) to provide information to interested members of OSLC,;

2. Following these forums, offer our members a congregational meeting to discuss and vote on these options;
and,

3. Further, due to our financial difficulties, withhold all synodical financial support to the ELCA until the above
process is complete.

Following the reading of the proposal, Penny Bostelman voiced an objection to the consideration of the proposal.
With an objection on the floor, a two-thirds majority vote to agree (yes) or disagree (no) with the objection was
required for passage. The voice vote was inconclusive. A ballot vote was then taken. Of 145 votes cast, 112
agreed with the objection (yes), 33 disagreed (no). The objection prevailed.

The results of the election were as follows: 170 members attending, 164 ballots cast, 83 votes were required as a
minimum to be elected. Nine individuals had 83 or more votes.

Make the most of every opportunity for doing good i n these evil days.
Don't act thoughtlessly, but try to understand what the Lord wants you to do.
Ephesians 5:16-17 New Living Translation

Paul’'s counsel to the church at Ephesus also fits OSL, and any congregation at this point in an interim process,
very well.

Your Transition Task Force (TTF) is hard at work, striving to follow Paul’'s advice, not acting thoughtlessly, but
trying to understand what the Lord wants us to do. It is, after all, as your name most clearly indicates, Our Savior’'s
Lutheran Church. Since it is His church, the task is to discern what He wants. You've been involved in providing
input to the TTF through several congregational forums. At the most recent forum, you told the TTF that you
valued speed more than input—in effect, to “get on with it” ASAP. We are doing so, meeting pretty much weekly,
focusing solely to completing the Ministry Site Profile—the 14-page document required by the ELCA for all call
processes. It is the TTF's goal to bring the document back to you for approval in late February or early March.
Should you approve that, it will go to the Synod office and they will begin seeking candidates to submit to OSL’s
Call Committee.

Today, at the Annual Meeting, you will elect that Call Committee. They will begin their initial work soon, so they
are well prepared to act thoughtfully, on OSL’s behalf, seeking to understand which pastor the Lord is leading to
OSL. It is, after all, as your name most clearly indicates, Our Savior’s Lutheran Church. Since it is His church, the
task is to discern who He wants to send here.

While all that happens, you can wait patiently. Or, you can heed Paul’s advice to make the most of every
opportunity for doing good in these evil days. Congregations in the interim process always say, “when do we get a
new pastor"—“we need to hurry up and get a new pastor.” | don’t want to at all minimize or dismiss those
concerns. | do want to ask you, even challenge you, to ask yourselves, “what do you want to do when you get a
new pastor?”—and then to be about doing it now. Someone suggested a mission or service project in which many
of us can be involved. You are a most gifted congregation. You don’t need, and I'm quite confident don’t want, a
pastor to tell you what to do. So, what are you waiting for? Let's “Make the most of every opportunity for doing
good in these days.” Let me know how | can help.

My report would not be complete without thanks to your staff—they are committed servants of Christ and this
community. Please do express to them that the salary reductions in the proposed budget are a sad financial
necessity and not any reflection whatsoever on the way you value them.

Your Council—we started all new and they rose to the occasion admirably.

The Transition Task Force—I often call their task “grabbing the octopus.” There are so very many aspects of the
work of shepherding the transition time. They have given very generously of their time, wisdom, and skills.

Those agreeing to stand for election to the Call Committee—it’s a big job with great responsibility. In essence,
they choose your next pastor.

And all of you—for your faithfulness in worship, your many hours of service in and through OSL, your expression
of your faith through your monetary gifts, and your prayers.

It remains an honor and a joy to serve you during this time of transition.

Being thankful to God is a common theme in the Bible. Literally hundreds of verses remind us to give thanks.
Sometimes this is difficult. But as we look back on this past year as the Body of Christ, we are grateful for many
things. It has been, and continues to be, thrilling to witness the many ways in which people stepped in and
stepped up to minister to others. For all the difficulties we have been through in our recent history, we are still
grateful and look ahead. Throughout this Annual Report you will discover many ways in which God is active and
present in our congregational life. With God leading and guiding us, we can be confident of a bright future, full of
hope and wonder.

Your OSL Church Council first met on February 22, 2011 with all nine members newly elected at the Annual
Meeting on February 13, 2011. At its first meeting, the Council determined terms of office and elected officers.

Ken Applehans resigned from Council in September and Mark Kalscheur was appointed to fill the remaining two
years of that term, with Scott Barnhart agreeing to fill in as vice president. At our annual meeting, the
congregation will be asked to fill three, three-year open positions. We are grateful these people were willing to
step forward into leadership roles during an unsettled time.

A series of workshops entitled “Healthy Congregations,” were presented during the coffee hour between services.
This program is intended to help congregations enhance their skills in functioning/being well together. Many
people commented on how much they appreciated these sessions. Healthy Congregations gave people an
opportunity to come together, to quell some anxiety, and to learn how to move forward. We are thankful many
people took advantage of this helpful discussion and positive learning experience.

A synod-sponsored event entitled “Walking Together,” was attended by several OSL lay leaders in March. This
event offered small group presentations, worship, and a message from Bishop Duane Pederson that inspired and
challenged us to become more mission-minded and more outwardly focused in our church ministries. We are
thankful that the synod provides us with many resources.

In early April, the Council held a Saturday retreat for a time of team building and planning for the future. Options
were discussed as to how to move forward, organize, and complete the important work of preparing for a new
pastor. A Transition Task Force (TTF) model for doing this work was determined to be a good way to accomplish
this during this interim time. Desirable characteristics of team members, possible candidates to serve, and a TTF
job description were subsequently discussed and approved. The TTF was commissioned in July and began their
work (see report). We are thankful for the TTF’s dedication to shepherding OSL through the interim, and their
willingness to use their time and talents.

For devotions each month, Council members read and discussed Peter Steinke’s book Congregational
Leadership in Anxious Times. Each chapter seemed to target some aspect of leadership that was timely and
pertinent to our situation. The Council agreed that learning how to better lead and behave in anxious times, was
helpful and enlightening. We thank Pastor Mark for suggesting this book and leading the discussion.

After discussing several options on how to best serve the needs of youth in the interim, Interserve, an
organization from the Twin Cities that places interim children, youth and family ministers throughout the area, was
chosen to provide children, youth, and family ministry services. Peter Gallatin began work in August and has been

doing an excellent job of leading, supporting, and assisting in planning the future of youth/family ministry. We
thank him for his leadership and skills, and for providing stability in our youth program.

The Council recognized the need for supporting and, in some cases, revitalizing the various committees of OSL.
Many people in several committees are continuing to do important work on behalf of our ministry (see their
reports), and we thank them for their tireless efforts and energy.

We are thankful for the thriving preschool, Sunday School, and Confirmation programs, and for the many adult
leaders who give of their time and energy to this important aspect of our congregational life.

The Finance Committee worked diligently to present a realistic, balanced, and attainable budget for 2012. This
was possible through the generous pledges and monetary support of our ministries by our members. We noted an
increase in pledge cards returned: 133 in all, compared to 81 last year. Also up was the number of parishioners
who contribute via the electronic method of “Simply Giving”: 53 in all. We thank the Finance Committee for their
work and the congregation for the increase in monetary support, making certain that our mission and ministry
continues.

The Council spent considerable time discussing the formation of a Call Committee. Skill sets, talents, and gifts
were considered as we generated names of potential members. Also deemed to be important was wide
representation of the congregation. Accordingly, length of membership at OSL, interests, involvement, age, and
gender were also considered. It was the Council’s intent that a slate of names be presented to the congregation at
the Annual Meeting for their consideration, with a Call Committee formed at that time. We thank the Call
Committee, in advance, for their time and work in the upcoming year.

Our Savior’s Lutheran is blessed with dedicated paid staff who diligently carry out their tasks with joy and a sense
of ministry. We thank all of our paid staff for their caring, competence, and commitment to making OSL run
smoothly and efficiently.

The Council wishes to thank the congregation for their trust and patience as we journey together in this interim
time. We thank everyone for stepping in and stepping up to do the many tasks, large and small, at OSL on behalf
of our ministry. The renewed sense of volunteerism and ownership in OSL is apparent. We look forward to
moving ahead together to do God'’s work in this world.

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Children, Youth, and Family Report

| began at Our Savior’s Lutheran Church the end of August. The church and InterServe ministries joined in a
contract to have me work 20 hours a week to help maintain the programs that are currently offered and to help
vision for the future.

Between January and September of 2011, many parents helped to get Sunday School, VBS, the mission trip, Jr.
High Youth group, and other activities going. | thank you all for your time!

Between September and December, here is what has been going on:

In September, the Christian Ed Committee worked very hard to gather volunteer Sunday school teachers and
begin to teach a new curriculum. The curriculum currently being used is Witness for the youngest children and the
6" graders, and SPARK for the 155" graders. SPARK has an online component that helps the teachers prepare
their lessons quickly right from home. There is an abundance of bonus material that class is never dull. The kids
begin each Sunday with Sing and Celebrate with Bill Broughton. This adds a great time for kids to learn new
songs.

We also got Confirmation off the ground. The seventh graders are going through the Bible and the eighth graders
are learning about the small catechism. Tim Klingfus leads the seventh grade group, while Pastor Mark leads the
eighth graders. I fill in for them if either is gone.

We started Jr. High Youth group in October with a slow start, but now average about 15 kids each week. A clear
favorite amongst the kids is Sardines. It is a hide-and-go-seek game where, when you find the hider, you hide
with them until everyone has found the secret spot.

During October, our Sunday School registration grew to about 125 kids!

November and December:

-The Youth and Christian Ed committees continued to meet and make sure our programs were on track.

-Girls from the High School Youth group helped gather food for a family at Thanksgiving and gifts for Christmas.

-The Stout Lutheran Campus Ministry sponsored a lock-in for the middle school youth of all three Menomonie
ELCA churches; a good time was had by all!

-The Milestones Committee needed to make some tough decisions going forward with the Baptismal chests. We
have had some good progress in making the chests more affordable for us!

-The Christmas program took place with practices on three Sundays leading up to December 18. The program
was well received and the kids seemed to have a good time.

COMING IN THE NEW YEAR:

Now that the programs are being well maintained by volunteers and staff, our work is just beginning. The Youth
and Christian Ed committees have already had one combined committee meeting to discuss the future of
children, youth, and family ministry at OSL. We plan to meet a couple times a month until we have a good job
description that will fulfill the needs of OSL’s mission to the families!

Parish Nurse/Health Ministry Report

| recently marked 10 years serving OSL in the role of Health Ministry Coordinator & Parish Nurse. | feel very
blessed to have the opportunity to serve this congregation! Here are some highlights from 2011.

The Health Ministry Team/Committee  meets every other month and acts as an advisory group as well as
helping with activities. Members currently include Kay Yost, Pat Edwards, Lisa Brogan (Council representative),
Megan Bayrd, Paul Horvath, and Peg Kolden. New members are always welcome! Special projects by the
committee this year included collecting school supplies for Operation Outreach Afghanistan. Twenty-one boxes
were sent in June to OSL member Paul Horvath, deployed to Afghanistan as a part of this humanitarian outreach
to local schools. An Endowment Fund grant covered shipping costs. Paul gave a report on his experiences with
Operation Outreach at an adult forum in November. A Bed Net Project was again co-sponsored during Advent
with the Missions Committee to purchase family bed nets to be sent to Africa in the fight against malaria. A total of
$800 was collected for 80 bednets! During Lent, requested items were also collected for The Bridge to Hope, our
local domestic abuse shelter.

Prayer Shawl Ministry continued to provide a knitted or crocheted shawl to those who are at a difficult time in
life. To date, more than 375 have been gifted to members, friends, family, and neighbors. If you are interested in
helping with this “love-in-stitches” ministry, please stop by the office to pick up a kit with yarn and instructions.
Thanks to Kathi Lehman for continuing her vital assistance over the years. To share a shawl, just stop at the OSL
office and pick one up. An E-mail Prayer List was begun in 2011. Please let us know if you would like to be on
this list to receive periodic prayer requests. Also in Prayer Ministry, 12 families per week are prayed for by OSL
staff. Kitchen Ministry, coordinated by Mary Langford, provided soup and other comfort foods to both members
and non-members. Please help us share these gifts of love. Thank you to Our Savior's Women for currently
funding this ministry! Grief Ministry provided follow-up care to members who have lost a loved one, including
cards, calls, and letters during the first year. Thank you to Barb Johnson for her dedication to this ministry for
many years. Each year, families are also invited to All Saints Sunday services where a special candle is lighted
in memory of their loved one. Healing Services continued to be offered during Sunday worship.

Home Communion was shared with OSL members unable to attend Sunday services, with assistance from Lolly
Baldus, Jeff Ohvall and Jan Willow. Community Worship Services are held monthly at Dunn County Health
Care Center (third Tuesday) and Comforts of Home Assisted Living (second Thursday). Thanks to Pastor Mark,
Mary Langford, Elna Johnson, Gloria Kraemer, and Lynn Dickmann for their help.

Blood Pressure Checks were offered most months on Sunday mornings between services...thanks to Beth
Mason, RN, for assisting with this activity. A Caregiver Support Group continued to meet every other month
during 2011. Health Education included offering of No-Hassle CPR Classes in March & August. To date,
approximately 140 have participated. Bathroom Health Posters continue to provide information on a variety of
topics. Women's Health Grapevine Project this year included presentations on domestic violence, mental
health, and breast cancer to both members, as well as community groups.

A new Community Outreach this year was the Free Health Day, held October 15 at Menomonie Middle School.

This year, volunteers again traveled to Global
Health Ministries in Fridley, MN, to deliver health supplies, roller bandages and knitted baby hats...plus
volunteer in packing and sorting supplies to be shared with hospitals around the world.

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Transition Task Force Report

1 Corinthians 12:27: *’Now you are the body of Christ, and each one of you is a part of it.

Calling a new pastor is like an organ transplant to this particular body of Christ—the matching process needs to
be done carefully to ensure the health of the body and avoid rejection.

The Transition Task Force (TTF) was formed by the OSL Church Council “... to determine what tasks need to be
accomplished before a new pastor is called.” Working in conjunction with the Church Council, the interim pastor,
and the congregation, the goal of the TTF is to make OSL the healthiest and best partner in ministry that it can be,
as well as to prepare the paperwork (Ministry Site Profile—MSP) needed by the Synod and the Call Committee to
recommend and discern between candidates.

We are in the midst of the “Call Process,” not simply a hiring process. A process by which we discern God'’s future
for OSL, not simply decide where OSL is heading. Discernment isn’t simply deciding, it's about always being
ready to ask questions, heeding the Holy Spirit ...and then being engaged in living the answers.

Pastor Mark Hendrickson arrived at OSL on Sunday, December 22, 2010. A new Church Council was elected on
February 13, 2011. And the TTF first met on Sunday, June 26, and was installed on Sunday, July 10, 2011. In the
wake of the Bridge Builder process and the departure of Pastor Harrisville, it feels like we have been in “interim
time” for a LONG time, much longer than it has actually been.

One of the first tasks of the TTF was to identify the issues facing OSL. Those issues were gathered from the
congregation and presented at the Issues Forum on Sunday, August 29, 2011. Based on those issues, a road
map was developed: OSL'’s Interim Journey. As with most journeys, there have been detours, questions (“Are we
there yet?”), delays, shortcuts, and fellowship. The upcoming stops on our interim journey are:

Feb. 12 — OSL Annual Meeting; Call Committee elected.

Feb. 12 — Pastor Todd Iverson, the assistant to Bishop Pederson, will be working with OSL on the call
process, and will be with us to preach and lead a forum to share the Synod'’s role in the call process.
Goal of late February/early March — final draft of the Ministry Site Profile for congregational consideration.

Youth, Family & Children Minister Peter Gallatin explained the objectives of his interim
position with OSLC. Children from OSL Preschool sang songs. A free-will offering of $69 was received.

SERVICE PROJECTS

A group of women met every Monday 8:30-11:30 at OSL church to sew quilts . Locally, 65 quilts were
donated to Stepping Stones of Dunn County. Quilting Queens, that meet at OSLC, donated a quilt to Luther
Park’s Annual Fall Fundraiser.

eInternational donations in October, via Lutheran World Relief's Project Comfort, included 74 quilts, 44
school kits, nine layette kits, 17 health kits, fiv e fabric kits, and five personal kits . A check for $304 was
sent to cover the shipping cost for the quilts and kits. Project Comfort items are sent to people in need via
overseas partner organizations poised to assist with distributing such.

*OSLC members continue to support fairly traded products  from international growers. Coffee, tea, candy,
and cocoa are displayed in the main OSLC office and on the cart in the Friendship Room at little or no profit.
Products were promoted via Easter Baskets. Income and disbursements for these items are run through OSW'’s
banking account. Over $1,000 worth of coffee was sold in 2011.

*OSW had a ThankOffering Service on Sunday, October 9, where women greeted, ushered, and lectured at
both services. The sermon was delivered by Barbara Solsaa. The offering of $535 was donated to the NW Synod
of Wisconsin’s Women of the ELCA.

*OSW made three meals at Lutheran Campus Ministry’s Monday-night gatherings at the Big Blue House.

*OSW furnished two soup suppers during Lent Wednesday nights.

*NEW! Polar Fleece mittens & scarves were made for Menomonie School District’s five elementary schools
and Stepping Stones this November. Cotton jersey knit lined the mittens. A hat, mitten, and scarf tree was put
up in December. Donations have been made to elementary schools and Stepping Stones.

*Over 180# of hamburger was made into meatballs in November. Gravy was added to the meatballs in pint
and quart containers for sale to OSLC members. A profit of $705 was realized.

*OSW'’s Sunshine Committee sent birthday cards to OSLC members 80+ years old, sympathy cards to the
family of members who passed away and to members who lost a family member, baptismal cards to families who
had a family member baptized, wedding anniversary cards to members married 40+ years, get-well cards to those
hospitalized or ill, and thank-you cards.

*OSW paid $130 to fund shipment of one suitcase of shoes to Kenya Africa  via Nancy Rowe from
Baldwin’s Peace Lutheran Church in June.

FUNDRAISING PROJECTS

*Serving at the Ludington Guard Band Pie Social was a new project. Luckily, OSLC got drawn for the
“Circus Night” in July. We had spectacular weather and a tremendous crowd. OSLC members had a great time!
We made almost $2,000.

*The Meatball Supper was held Saturday, September 10, in OSLC basement. About 400 people were
served. This event had OSLC family members working several days peeling potatoes and making meatballs. Pies
were donated, buns baked. We made over $3,150. UW-Stout students in the international service organization,
Gamma Sigma Sigma, had eight women waiting on tables and six men from Lutheran Campus Ministry cleaning
dishes.

*OSW crafters met every Monday creating various items for sale at the Harvest of Hands Craft Sale . The
sale took place at OSLC on Saturday and Sunday, October 15 & 16. About $1,000 of profit was realized.

*The famous Scandinavian Bake Sale was held on Saturday & Sunday, December 3 and 4. Wednesday
through Friday of that week, a group of hard-working people enjoyed fellowship while mixing, baking, and
packaging wonderful Scandinavian treats. We made almost $1,500.

*OSW prepared and served food at six funerals this past year. This netted over $455 in profit.

All technology-
related purchases will be approved by the committee to make sure there are no compatibility issues with existing
computer equipment, as well as making sure we have the best possible pricing and that all new purchases fit into
OSL’s technology plans. Following are projects identified since creation of the committee in the fall of 2011.

Projects already completed:

2. Dismantling of all old OSL computers and salvaging of all useful parts that could be used to either repair or
upgrade existing OSL computers. Parts salvaged included hard drives, memory chips, sound and video
cards, network cards, and CD/DVD drives.

Projects currently being worked on:

1. Identification of various problems and issues that are affecting the overall performance of OSL’s computer
network along with solutions for both the short term and long term.

3. Installation of surge-protection unit directly on main electrical panels.
