A New Year’s Resolution: A Simple Way to Love Your Neighbor:
Don’t use your cell phone while driving.

On December 13, the National Transportation and Safety Board issued a statement that all cell phone use in cars
should be banned by the states. The rationale is spelled out below:

Quoted from an opinion piece by Derrick Z. Jackson, distributed by New York Times News Service and printed in the
Minneapolis Tribune on July 23, 2009.

“In 1997, a study in the New England Journal of Medicine found that the risk of crashing the car quadrupled if the
driver was talking on a cell phone.

University of Utah researchers found in 2006 that driving while talking on a cell phone slows down reaction time so
dramatically that it is the equivalent of driving drunk.

Talking on a cell phone while driving is so intense, with drivers deluding themselves, that talking is an act that can be
taken for granted, the researchers said "drivers may not be aware of their own impaired driving. ... There appears to
be a disconnect between participants' self-perception of driving performance and objective measures of their driving
performance. ... "

Because of these and many more studies, the National Safety Council, whose board of directors represent a wide
swath of American industry, is campaigning for Americans to not use cell phones while driving. Similarly, the National
Transportation Safety Board has called for federal bans on cell phone use by bus drivers (now all drivers).

And text messaging is even worse. (And other than the time it takes to do so, there’s not that big of a difference
between dialing and texting. If you've been driving for any time at all, you’ve undoubtedly had occasions where sharp
attention and a split-second decision allowed you to avoid an accident. What if you'd been dialing, texting, or even
talking on the phone?) Texting while driving is against the law in many states (including WI and MN). You'd think
common sense would make such a law unnecessary.

It seems we put our convenience ahead of our own and others’ safety. You may have a right to do that to yourself, but
certainly not to others. A bumper sticker on the van next to my son’s home says it in an interesting way: “Guns don’t
kill people. Drivers with cell phones Kill people.” Many people that would never carry a loaded weapon or drive under
the influence will, without giving it much thought, talk on their cell phone while driving.

Love your neighbor, Jesus says. At it's absolute minimum, that certainly means don't kill your neighbor. So, perhaps
today Jesus would add, put down the phone while you drive. Maybe you weren’t quite sure specifically what to do in
order to love your neighbor. Well, here’s one.

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From the Transition Task Force:

Calling a new pastor is like an organ transplant — the matching process needs to be done carefully to
ensure the health of the body and avoid rejection.

At our December Interim Journey Forum, we had small and large group discussion regarding the role of
the pastor at Our Savior’s. We talked about how congregational size influences the skills necessary for a
pastor to be successful. We also talked about managing polarities. Polarities are two truths that depend on
each other for the “whole truth” and must be managed with a both/and approach (as opposed to either/or
thinking). Breathing is a simple example of a polarity composed of both inhaling and exhaling. The polarities
we discussed during the forum were strong pastor versus strong lay leadership (thriving congregations
need both), inward versus outward focus (taking care of our members versus taking care of our wider
community), and the pastor as manager versus leader. We also discussed how we should approach the
mission, vision, identity, and structure work ahead of us. Should we take the time to define those things
now and call a pastor that fits our definition, or should we call a pastor who can work with us to define
those things? The consensus of the group was to move ahead and call a pastor who can work with us on
those items. Coming up on our interim journey:

January small/large group discussion on OSL’s core values.

2012 Budget: A proposed budget was given to Council members for review and discussion. A final budget will

be given to council to approve in January, to then propose to the congregation at the annual meeting.

Living Water Lutheran Church is walking hand in hand with God, creating a new Christian community in our synod.

Living Water's Story
The journey started with a handful of people who believed God was calling them to create a new group of believers in
Cameron, Wisconsin. Early on, they identified their purpose: to serve others in the name of Jesus Christ.

Living Water was launched in the spring of 2009 as a mission congregation within the A
ELCA. Since that time, they have poured themselves into the task of moving outside the [
church walls, sharing the good news of Jesus in real and life-giving ways. Clothing and ;
compassion have been packaged and shipped to U.S. soldiers in Iraq and Afghanistan.
Backpacks have been filled with supplies and placed on the shoulders of area children in
need. Free counseling is given to families in crisis. Missionaries are supported in Africa
and Asia. Free clothing and a semi-load of food is distributed every month to struggling
families. Every Sunday, the Living Water mission team challenges the group for new
ways to extend the generosity they have experienced in Jesus Christ.

"Perhaps," they say, "the biggest change has been in us. We've discovered with surprise and joy, the more we give
away the love of God, the more God blesses us."

Since 2009, they have outgrown three worship locations. By March 2012, the goal is to purchase four acres of land on
the edge of Cameron. By spring 2013, they hope to break ground for a 6,000 square-foot, multi-use facility that will
serve as a center for mission and gathering space for the Cameron community.

The Faith - Health Connection

Throughout recorded history, people have
intuitively associated religion with health.
From cautions against unhealthy behaviors
in ancient texts to the healing miracles of
Jesus, the connection has seemed natural
and spontaneous. With the advent of
modern medicine, evidence for that connec-
tion has been scientifically measured and
documented. New spirituality and health
studies are revealing the mechanisms that
explain how healthy lifestyles involving
regular exercise, good nutrition, even
frequent servings of humor have confirmed
benefits. Now, another relationship...the one
between spirituality and health...is emerging
as equally or even more important: the
practice of religion itself correlates with
greater longevity and significantly-reduced
risk of disease (Koenig et al, 2001).

Results of more than 3,000 studies have
been published in reputable medical,
psychiatric, and religious journals. For
example, according to a 28-year study of
5,000 adults, weekly attendance of religious
services decreased the risk of dying during
the study period by 36%. These results
were replicated in another six-year study of
almost 3,968 adults. Also, a random survey
of more than 20,000 Americans found that
whites who regularly attend religious
services lived an average of seven years
longer than those who did not; for African-
Americans, the correlation was even
stronger, adding 14 years to their life span
(Hummer, et al, 1999).

Investigators have determined by meas-
uring interleukin-6, a marker of immune
system function, that connection to religious
practices and faith-based communities
reduces the stress response of the immune
system, and fostering a healthy immune
system results in improved health overall. In
some areas of the U.S., Koenig has found
90% of the population stated that they
depend on their faith to help them cope with
iliness or injury. While many aspects of
religious experience may be seen to lower
people’s stress levels (e.g. music & sociali-
zation), the emphasis on behaviors reflect-
ing love and forgiveness likely play a role.
Spirituality empowers people to alter their

life perspectives, allowing them to feel that
life still has meaning and purpose. This
enables them to deal with negative circum-
stances more easily, and gives them hope
and a sense of control that non-religious
people lack.

What Difference Does It Make?

A most surprising aspect of health-
spirituality research is the strength of the
correlation: the measured effect of the
health outcomes is about the same as the
effect of quitting smoking, in terms of years
added to one’s life.

Documented benefits include the following:
e Lower levels of stress

e  Better coping skills

e  Better mental health

e  Greater social support

e  Less substance abuse

e  Healthier behavior choices (diet, seat-
belt use, sleep, physical activity; how-
ever, religious people are more willing
to acknowledge problems in managing
their weight!)

The Bottom Line?

Your faith isn’t only good for your spirit! A
close relationship with your Creator may
afford you such benefits as:

o  Lower mortality (death rates) from
cancer, less heart disease, fewer
strokes

e  Slower progression of Alzheimer's
disease

e Few surgical complications following
cardiac surgery

e Higher immune system function

Homeless Youth in Your Neighborhood
A message from Lutheran Social Services (LSS) of Wisconsin and Upper Michigan

Homelessness does not discriminate against age, race, gender, or the social standing of youth or their
family. Common reasons for teenage homelessness include abuse (physical, sexual, or verbal), pregnancy,
and/or chemical dependency. A number of youth are sometimes referred to as “throw-away kids’—young
people whose parents moved to a different town or state and left the youth behind. In some cases, the youth
is homeless because of a misunderstanding between the parent and child. Homeless youth struggle with
numerous issues because of their age and lack of safe housing, including: too young to obtain rental
housing on their own; they simply do not have adequate income or savings to pay a security deposit.
Without job experience or personal identification with a current address, they struggle to gain or improve
their employment. They’'ve had little or no access to health care, mental health, legal support, or social
services. Very often, their education is interrupted or it’s difficult for them to concentrate.

Some fast facts on homelessness and runaways in Wisconsin & Upper Michigan:
Each year, nearly 30,000 Wisconsin teenagers are reported as runaways.

e 40% of Wisconsin runaway programs are managed by LSS, such as the Runaway & Youth Services
(RAYS) program.

e In 2011, LSS Voices for Youth programs across six counties in Upper Michigan provided services or
housed close to 200 homeless young adults in transitional living homes, transitional apartments, and
emergency hotel stays.

e LSS Positive Avenues, a daytime drop-in center in Eau Claire, Wisconsin, serves over 200 clients
annually with the help of volunteers who put in nearly 1,700 hours of service a year. Clients range in age
from 18 to 82 years of age.

e LSS Off the Square Club, a daytime drop-in center in Madison, Wisconsin, serves over 133 clients
annually with the help of volunteers who put in nearly 2,400 hours of service a year.

e Wellspring, a daytime drop-in center in Green Bay, Wisconsin, serves more than 150 women who visit
us 2,300 times each year. Women range in age from 19 to 89 years of age.

e The LSS Welcome Home program has been placing homeless families and individuals in apartments in
Marquette and Alger, Michigan, counties for 14 years.
