28. Ministry Site Profile presented to the congregation for approval 

29. Transition Task Force consults with Council on formation of a Call Committee 

30. Special meeting of the congregation to elect Call Committee

1. Call to order – priority agenda 

A. Adoption of agenda-additions or corrections: Mark/Scott made the motion to approve the agenda. Motion carried. 
B. Devotions: Pastor Mark led discussion of Chapter 6 of the Peter L Steinke book read by council members. 
C. Transition Task Force Update and discussion – The TTF determined who is going to be responsible for each issue raised in the 

congregational session. The TTF will be meeting the next three Thursdays and will develop a sequential task list with possible 
dates. 

 i. Further discussion occurred about the role of the Strategic Planning Group and the TTF. The concern is to make sure 
there is minimal overlapping of roles within the process. Motion made to have the TTF move forward with their tasks and 
charge as directed by the council and when they are ready utilize the times and talents of the Strategic Planning group 
identified by Ken as well as any others they see fit to contact and utilize while keeping the group to no larger than 12 mem-
bers. Troy/Mark. Motion carried. 

 ii. Membership update – the office is currently working on verifying and correcting the information in the database. No cross-
over of duties with the TTF task. 

 iii. Healthy Congregations – Council agreed to have Pastor Mark to continue part 4 (Relationships section) on Healthy Con-
gregations during part of the coffee fellowship.  

D. Finance committee report (w/o): Checking account balance as of 8/31/11 is $17,778.17. As of 8/31/11 YTD our disbursements 
exceeded receipts by $6,806.40. Finance committee will be contacting those who have outstanding pledges for the Chancel 
Renovation, which will be revisited during the stewardship campaign this fall. 

 i. Stewardship Campaign will occur on October 16, October 23, November 13, and November 20, with emphasis during wor-
ship with temple talks, announcements, etc. 

 ii. Personnel Committee and Finance Committee met jointly to understand the budget for personnel purposes in 2012. 
 iii. General contributions spreadsheet was presented, YTD the average weekly giving is $6,055.60. 
 iv. Please contact the committees you are the council liaison for to report their budget immediately. 
E. Computer Update – The new server has been installed but the service has not improved and in, some cases, has gotten con-

siderably worse. Recommendations from the vendor are to update computers, etc. Computer issues must go through Tim 
Lehmann in the future. The Sunday school determined they will not be using the computer lab this year. The technology com-
mittee has destroyed some of the computers and will utilize some of the existing computers for current staff. Please let Tim 
Lehmann, Jeff Ohvall, or Troy Peickert know if you would like to assist. 

F. Team Building – (1) Thank you’s – Troy Peickert will complete. (2) Email address procedure for responding – make sure to hit 
“reply all”, don’t include the sender, and respect the code of conduct. Amy will be the central point of all correspondence. (3) 
Offering pick up sign up occurred. 

G. Safe Kids Policy (w/o): Council states the policy should be available to families by the Education office. The policy states back-
ground checks should be done with all teachers and volunteers. Selected council members will check into potential background 
check companies, and will follow up with Peter Gallatin. 

H. Pastor Mark housing – has two options with staying where he is currently staying and another location. Mark Kalscheur will 
follow up with homeowner about rent costs. Mark Kalscheur and Amy Eitrheim were given the authority to make the decision, 
so others can be informed promptly. 

I. Property Management – Rekeying (w/o) – A quote was proposed with electronically keying the building from Tru-Lock of 
$3,578. Postponed for further discussion. 

J. Pastor’s Report – Becky Kneer submitted information about the community health day on October 15, 2011. And the request 
for additional volunteers is needed. The Boy Scouts are asking to have a fundraiser after church, date to be determined. A 
policy and procedure is currently being worked on with renting, resources, etc. by the Property/Management committee.

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Finding Yourself in the In-between 
by Beverly A. Thompson , George B. Thompson, Jr. 
 

Although we church folks seldom consider it, we are a people on an amazing journey. Like Abram and so many other biblical ances-
tors who followed the Spirit’s leading to a new place of promise and hope, each of us is traveling a path God has set before us. Like 
any journey, our path includes twists and turns, high roads and low places that we must learn to navigate. 
 

Most people prefer to have a clear idea of where we are going and how we will get there. When planning a trip, some folks turn to 
maps, while others look to a GPS to guide them. But few of us have the time (or patience!) simply to head out, twisting and turning 
in circles, never certain where we are or how to get to our next destination. In our instant, want-it-now American culture, we usually 
seek the quickest and most direct path. 
 

Congregational life is no different. When you decide to join a community, your faith journey takes another turn. You are no longer 
traveling alone; you have united your individual journey with the journeys of others. Your life will begin to change as you travel with 
others, even if you assumed your pathway would remain exactly what it was when you climbed onboard. 
 

Most of us join churches that seem to have a clear direction, only to discover sooner or later that the roads we travel by faith rarely 
are smooth. Every congregation faces times in their life together when a blind turn or unexpected shift takes them down a different 
road. Suddenly, the church finds itself in an unfamiliar and uncertain place. You try to make sense of your surroundings, to figure 
out where to go from here. Going back is not an option, but it’s not easy deciding where to turn next. This twist in your journey calls 
your congregation out of its ordinary routine. You have entered an in-between time, a space in which things may no longer feel fa-
miliar and comfortable. Naturally, this in-between time brings with it more than a bit of anxiety. 
 

If your community of faith is in the midst of one of those in-between times right now, have no fear. Rather than living in anxiety, this 
can be for you a time to celebrate—because you have entered a phase that is expectant with grace. This in-between time can be-
come a sacred space for discovering new life-giving possibilities for your congregation. 
 

As communities of faith called by God, perhaps the most fitting biblical narrative of in-between times is the one whose primary char-
acter remains ever linked with the One Big Story. When we listen in on God’s call to Abram (Genesis 12ff.), we may be surprised to 
discover how much is involved in responding to God’s call—-even before the journey begins. 
 

First of all, Abram needed to be able to listen for God. This is no easy task for people of God today. Most of us are bombarded with 
noisy voices. Everybody wants something from us—-our children, our parents, our friends, our bosses, our churches. Media voices 
speak persuasively, selling us whatever they want us to buy or believe. If we are honest with ourselves, we might become aware 
that we begin to listen to another’s voice only when we need help. In that moment, we hope the voice we hear is trustworthy. 
 

Trust may not seem all that important when your congregation is coasting along, doing what feels comfy and familiar. Not until the 
road shifts, and the twists and turns cause us to make new choices, do we begin to wonder about which direction is right. Not until 
we tire of driving on the same familiar roundabout do we think of asking for directions. 
 

When things are rocking along as usual, it’s easy to forget that we are not just another group of people who happen to get together 
on Sundays. We are a people called by God—-and God has a purpose for us. Eugene Peterson, a pastor and respected writer, 
once said, “The assumption of spirituality is that always God is doing something before I know it. So the task is . . . to become 
aware of what God is doing so that I can respond to it and participate in it.” 
 

Think about the profound spiritual opportunity that transition offers. Biblical stories remind us that the people of God are a people on 
a journey often living through in-between times. When they failed to create sacred time and space, our biblical ancestors found it 
difficult to focus on God’s leading, God’s providing, and God’s calling them to a specific purpose in that specific moment. Just as 
God calls each believer into a life of love and witness, so too does God call each congregation. That call might express itself a cer-
tain way for years; but eventually the circumstances that gave rise to a particular church will change. This community of faith may 
find itself wondering how to get back to the “good ol’ days.” But God’s invitation to congregations facing these in-between times is 
more challenging—yet also more faith-filled. God invites congregations to imagine how their own past might influence God’s call 
today and into the future. 
 

The busyness of our lives as both individuals and as communities of faith pushes us outward, rarely giving us room to stop and lis-
ten. In-between times invite churches to create sacred space where we can discover and rediscover God’s call. As you begin to 
envision divinely inspired possibilities, your church will begin to realize the blessings of leaning into in-between times.

We enjoyed a little summer fun during the hot months of July, August, and 
September. Since temperatures rarely drop below the 90’s during sunlight 
hours, it was important to keep cool and keep busy. We went on a short excur-
sion to a beach, attended a few barbecues, and participated in a Christian out-
reach music concert for non-Christians. Since we are in the U.S. every other 
year, it was an opportunity to experience summer activities of the college cam-
pus and churches as well. 

Back to school/Respecting our elders 
September marks a return to school for students here in Japan, although it is not 
the start of a new school year like it is in the States. Instead, students are picking 
up at the start of their second term, usually marked by heavy testing. The hope, I 
think, is that students have completed their summer homework and that the re-
tention is theoretically higher. I’m wary of the credibility of this thinking, but have 
supported Emilie’s efforts to complete her assignments nonetheless. 

I find it interesting, always, to see how students can change so dramatically over 
the few short weeks/months of summer. Their smiles upon returning are relaxed, 
they have color in their cheeks, and they seem to have a little more focus. 

September is also the month when Japan observes “Respect for the Aged” day. 
Elderly people are respected for their wisdom and experience, and this holiday 
(yes, it’s a national holiday, so there’s no mail service) is usually celebrated on a 
small scale within the family, with kids, grandkids, and great-grandkids coming 
together to honor the more mature members of their families. Often, the  
traditional Japanese foods are served for meals instead of relying on the more 
recent additions of fast foods and more highly processed foods. 

At church yesterday, all the members of the congregation who are 75 years or 
older were recognized and given a small gift at the end of the service. Interest-
ingly, I was shocked to learn that some of the women, who were honored, were 
75 or older—not just because they have good hair coloring jobs, but because 
they are so healthy and active!

One thing I appreciate about Japan is how every day is sort 
of “Respect for the Aged” Day. This is evidenced by the polite lan-
guage used to address older people, and how so often students or 
young adults will give up their seats on the bus for folks who are a little 
older. It is heartening to see this, despite the ever–changing society 
that seems to be drifting from its traditional values. Wouldn’t it be lovely 
to have such a holiday in the U.S.?
