MITTENS FOR MENOMONIE

Over 50 warm mittens and 30 scarves were sewn and knitted for the children of Menomonie by the Women of Our Savior’s Lutheran Church.  
Before Thanksgiving each of Menomonie’s five Elementary schools received a gift bag of 9 Polar Fleece mittens in two sizes and 3-4 Polar Fleece scarves.  Three knitted hats & a knitted scarf were also included.

Extra mittens, scarves and hats were donated to Stepping Stones of Dunn County.  Smaller mittens were donated to preschools.

All fabric and labor were donated.  Over 20 women and children helped to cut, sew, trim, turn and inspect mittens.  They had a production line set up during the four work times.  The mittens were made out of donated Polar Fleece and lined with cotton knit fabric.  Also some scarves were made out of Polar Fleece.  The knitted hats and scarves were made from donated yarn by talented knitters.
